12. Community Governance Review

Cumberland Council are carrying out a community governance review, and this is the chance for Ennerdale and Kinniside Parish Council to put forward any requests regarding the way it is formed and the area that it covers. 
The guidance document is very comprehensive and should be read carefully.
EKPC can request that it is considered for a number of things including boundary changes, merging with another council, or a change in councillor numbers.
Cumberland would be likely to allow minor boundary changes where the current boundaries have anomalies (for example a new house is built at the end of a row in a village, but because of where the boundary line is drawn, it is cut off into the next parish. Moving the boundary to keep the whole village in the same parish would make sense). They would also be likely to consider a suggestion to merge with a neighbouring parish as our electorate is very small at 269. Similarly, they would probably react favourably to a request for a reduction in seats for EKPC, but would almost certainly refuse a request to increase. A reduction to 6 or 7 councillors would probably be granted if the Council requested this.
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
