Consultation on Sites

In November a number of councillors attended a parish cluster meeting hosted by the National Park. As part of the discussion the offer was made to arrange a site visit in the village attended by officers of the National Park and Cumberland Council to discuss planning issues and possible development / no development sites.
I have received the following message from the National Park officer.

'I'll discuss with Cumberland Council colleagues and suggest some dates in the New Year for a walk around.

Before the walk around it would be great if the Parish Council could start thinking about the types of development needed and any sites that could be suitable. I will also review any potential sites and initial site constraints e.g. flood risk.'
